Well, one of these boy wonders, Bradley Hornby, who won the local and 
national comp in New Zealand a few years ago (at the ripe old age of 18), 
and then went on to become a finalist at the International comp in Canada, 
having honed his skills with a few years' experience at the Intercontinental 
in NZ, has become head chef at the new Winery cum Restaurant "Knee Deep" in 
Wilyabrup, Margaret River. He and partner Liz Buttimore run a tight ship 
between Liz's adept handling of front of house, and wine tastings (she's a 
member of the Court of Masters), and Brad's command of the kitchen. And Liz 
has a great product to push -- Knee Deep's winemaker is none other than Bob 
Cartwright, formerly with Leeuwin for 28 years, and just dabbling in 
creating for them during his retirement. Brad's speciality in the kitchen is 
"sous vide" style of slow cooking in vacuum pouches in water baths at low 
temperature for long periods or overnight. His cuisine is nothing short of 
excellent, and paired with a great chardonnay or shiraz, and fantastic 
professional adept service, the meal was nothing short of fantastic, and 
worth a special trip. 
 
As I say, the Land of the Long White Cloud has come to the Land of the Long 
Lunch!! And New Zealand's loss is definitely Margaret River's gain!!
